General Expectations for all students

Footwear permitted

• Plain white shoes that provide support 

for sporting activities (e.g. white canvas 

or white track shoes).

• Only shoes with shoelaces and velcro 

fasteners are allowed.

• No doll shoes or leather shoes allowed.

• Only plain white socks that cover the 

ankles.

Simple and neat Hair for Girls

• No tinting, bleaching 

and hair colour. 

• Tie up long hair neatly.

• Short fringe above eyebrows.

• Long fringe to be pinned up.

Short neat hair for Boys

• Boys must be neat in appearance.

• Hair to be kept short and neat.  

• Hair must not cover forehead, touch eyebrows or       

shirt collar.

• Hair at the back of the head must be sloped.                       

• No outlandish hairstyles (e.g. layered, shaved,              

spiky) are allowed. 

• No sideburns. 

• No tinting, bleaching and colouring of hair.
